A male was attacked and both his arms had puncture wounds from a male
Rottweiler. The dog was not up to date on his shots and he was not licensed with the town so
tickets were issued.

Mr. Stowell also received a call from a resident on State Highway 29 that his chickens were
attacked by 2 dogs. The dogs were a yellow lab and a husky. Mr. Stowell went to investigate
and also took pictures. He spoke to several neighbors but the dogs could not be located.

As of November 19, 2019, five dogs have been turned over to the Brennan Humane Society.
